TURNER COUNTY FAIR PRE-REGISTRATION FORMS & EXHIBIT TAGS

     Your leaders received your pre-registration sheets and exhibit tags at their meeting in June and should be getting them to you shortly.  Your pre-registration form (the two-part white & yellow form) is due back in the office by Friday, July 29th.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!  You can keep the yellow sheet for your records.  Remember to use your 4-H I.D. number (TUR_ _ _ _).  Your leader has your I.D. number or you can also call the office.

      When you are filling out your sheet, use the Turner County Fair Book that you will receive after the 4th of July.  If you want more information that what is available in our fair book, please use the 2011 State 4-H Book.  Chris can send you a link to it.  Please do not use the Open Class numbers .  They do not correspond with the 4-H classes.  The 4-H part of the book begins on page 17.

     Whether you are entering display exhibits or livestock, you are only allowed two entries in the same class.  Please be sure to write it down 2 times on your sheet if you have 2 different exhibits in the same class! Display exhibits should show two different learning experiences if they are in the same class.  Example:  if you plan to exhibit 2 different bars, you must learn or do something different in the recipe.  Maybe one recipe will have you cream the butter and sugar together and the other will have you melt the butter.  

      You cannot show an animal in more than one class with the exception of dog, horse, raised and owned beef or sheep or feeder calves.   If you are not sure if your heifer is going as a market or breeding heifer, put her down in both classes.  

     Depending on your age group, you will enter your display items in a Beginner (B), Junior (J) or Senior (S) class number.  Beginners are ages 8-10; Juniors are ages 11-13; and seniors are 14 on up as of January 1, 2011.   Clover Buds (6-7) will enter their exhibits as either a beginner or junior depending on the class.  If there is no beginner class, enter it in the junior class.  Livestock and gardening do not have an age division.

      Horticulture (vegetable) projects do not need to be pre-registered because we don’t know what will be ready at fair time.  If you are planning to exhibit vegetables, stop by the office for the booklet “Preparing Horticultural Exhibits.”  It tells you exactly what you need to do with your vegetables and how many you need.  We do want you to pre-register your container gardens.

        You cannot enter any projects at the fair that you did not put down on your sheet (except Horticulture.)  If you think you will finish the project before the fair, put it down.  If the judge says it’s in the wrong class, it will be moved without any penalty.  If you’re not sure where to put it, talk to your leader or call us here at the Extension office.    Remember to put down projects you completed at camp, Summerfest, Bible School or other activities.  Maybe you painted a picture in art class, did a diagram for a school project or helped can tomatoes after the fair last year – they all can be entered!

      There are several Turner County only classes.  Don’t forget:
· Container gardens:  flower, vegetable, herb or hanging basket (Horticulture)
· Decorated cakes, cookies & cupcakes (food & nutrition)
· Table settings (Home Environment)
· Fair Picture (Photography)
· Scarecrow (Horticulture)
· Cow/Calf project
· Swine Production
· Raised & Owned Beef Classes
· Raised and Owned Market Sheep classes
These classes begin with the letter “Z” in the class code.  

Exhibit Tags

     All display exhibits will need to have an exhibit tag attached to the project.  These tags are attached to your display projects when you bring them to the fair.  These tags are not sent in with your pre-registration sheet – they come with your exhibit to the fair!

      Exhibits in clothing, computer, quilts, container garden, self-determined and food preservation areas have special forms that need to be filled out for the project.  These are available at the Extension office.  For photography, please fill out the left and back side of the exhibit tags.  You do not need to fill out the questions.  There is a label that you will need to fill out and put on the back of your exhibit.  Livestock exhibits do not need an exhibit tags.  Rabbit and poultry exhibitors will have a special tag they will need to fill out.  The cow/calf project also has a special form that will need to be filled out.

      Some exhibits need receipts, some need pictures and others need a report.  Please read through the fair book to see what is required for your project.  If you don’t have all the items asked for, it can lower your ribbon placing.  

     You can bring in your display, rabbit and poultry exhibits in on Sunday, August 14th from 6 – 8 p.m. or Monday, August 15th from 8 – 9 a.m.  You need to have all of your display projects, rabbits and poultry in their respective buildings by 9 a.m. on Monday, August 15th.  Exhibits in these areas that come after that time will not be accepted.

      There will be an additional computer card that will need to be attached to your display exhibits when you bring them to the fair.  More information will be in the August newsletter on these cards.

      Livestock can be brought in on Sunday evening, but all livestock needs to be in by the assigned check in times listed in the book.
